• Unused or exp1red prescnpt1on med1cat1ons 

are a public safety 1ssue. leading to 
accidental po1son1ng. overdose. and abuse 

• Pharmaceutical drugs can be JUSt as 
dangerous as street drugs when taken 
w1thout a prescnplton or a doctor s 
superv1s1on 

• The non-medical use of prescription drugs 
ranks second only to manjuana as the most 
common form of drug abuse 1n Amenca 

• The ma)onty of teenagers abus1ng 
prescnpt1on drugs get them from fam1ly and 
friends - and the home med1cme cabmet. 

• Unused prescnption drugs thrown 1n 
the trash can be retrieved and abused 
or illegally sold. Unused drugs that are 
flushed contammate the water supply. 
Proper disposal of unused drugs saves hves 
and protects the enwonment. 

• Take-back programs are the best way to 
dispose of old drugs But if a program IS 
not available: 

• Take the meds out of the1r bottles: 
• M1x them With someth1ng unappealing 

like used kitty litter or coffee grounds: 
• Seal them 1n a bag or disposable 

contamer, and throw that away.
